STATEMENT   OF  FAITH. 
Adopted    at    Kaxsas    City.    1913. 

The  Congregational  Churches  of  the  United  States,  by  delegates  in  National 
Council  assembled,  reserving  all  the  rights  and  cherished  memories  belonging  to 
this  organization  under  its  former  constitution  and  declaring  the  steadfast  alleg- 

iance of  the  churches  composing  the  Council  to  the  faith  which  our  fathers  con- 
fessed, which  from  age  to  age  has  found  its  expression  in  the  historic  creeds  of  the 

Church  universal  and  of  this  communion,  and  affirming  our  loyalty  to  the  basic 
principles  of  our  representative  democracy,  hereby  set  forth  the  things  most  surely 
believed   among  us   concerning   faith,   polity  and   fellowship. 

FAITH 

"We  believe  in  God  the  Father,  Infinite  in  wisdom,  goodness  and  love;  and in  Jesus  Christ,  His  Son,  our  Lord  and  Saviour,  who  for  us  and  our  salvation  lived 
and  died  and  rose  again  and  liveth  evermore;  and  in  the  Holy  Spirit,  who  taketh 
of  the  things  of  Christ  and  revealeth  them  to  us,  renewing,  comforting  and  inspir- 

ing the  souls  of  men.  We  are  united  in  stri\'ing  to  know  the  will  of  God  as  taught 
in  the  Holy  Scriptures,  and  in  our  purpose  to  walk  in  the  ways  of  the  Lord,  made 
known  or  to  be  made  known  to  us.  We  hold  it  to  be  the  mission  of  the  Church  of 
Christ  to  proclaim  the  gospel  to  all  mankind,  exalting  the  worship  of  the  one  true 
God,  and  laboring  for  the  progress  of  knowledge,  the  promotion  of  justice,  the 
reign  of  peace,  and  the  realization  of  human  brotherhood.  Depending,  as  did  our 
fathers,  upon  the  continued  guidance  of  the  Holy  Spirit  to  lead  us  into  all  truth, 
we  work  and  pr.ay  for  the  transformation  of  the  world  into  the  kingdom  of  God; 
and  we  look  vvith  faith  for  the  triumph  of  righteousness  and  the  life  everlasting. 

POLITY 

"We  believe  in  the  freedom  and  responsibility  of  the  indi\'idual  soul,  and  the right  of  private  judgment.  We  hold  to  the  autonomy  of  the  local  church  and  its 
independence  of  all  ecclesiastical  control.  We  cherish  the  fellowship  of  the  churches 
united  in  district,  state  and  national  bodies,  for  counsel  and  cooperation  in  mat- 

ters   of    common    concern. 
THE     WIDER     FELLOWSHIP 

"While  affirming  the  liberty  of  our  churches,  and  the  validity  of  our  ministry we  hold  to  the  unity  and  catholicity  of  the  Church  of  Christ,  and  will  unite  with 
all  its  branches  in  hearty  cooperation;  and  will  earnestly  seek,  so  far  as  in  us  lies, 

that  the  prayer  of  our  Lord  for  His  disciples  may  be  answered,  that  'they  all  may 
be  one'." PURPOSE 

"The  purpose  of  the  National  Council  is  to  foster  and  express  the  substantial unity  of  the  Congregational  churches  in  faith,  polity  and  work;  to  consult  upon 
and  de\'ise  measures  and  maintain  agencies  for  the  promotion  of  their  common 
interests;  to  cooperate  with  any  corporation  or  body  under  control  of  or  affiliated 
with  the  Congregational  churches,  or  any  of  them;  and  to  do  and  to  promote  the 

work  of^he  Congregational  churches  of  the  L'nited  States  in  their  national,  inter- 
national,   and    interdenominational    relations." 

MEMBERS 

"The  voting  membership  of  the  National  Council  is  made  up  as  follows: 
'The  churches  in  each  District  Association  shall  be  represented  by  one  delegate. 
Each  Association  having  more  than  ten  churches  shall  be  entitled  to  elect  one  ad- 

ditional delegate  for  each  additional  ten  churches  or  major  fraction  thereof.  The 
churches  in  each  State  Conference  shall  be  represented  by  one  delegate.  Each 

( "onference  having  churches  whose  aggregate  membership  is  more  than  ten  thou- 
sand shall  be  entitled  to  elect  one  additional  delegate  for  each  additional  ten  thou- 
sand members  or  major  fraction  thereof.  States  having  associations  but  no  con- 

ference, or  vice  versa,  shall  be  entitled  to  their  full  representation'." The  Secretary  and  the  Treasurer  are  members  ex  officiis  of  the  Council. 
Provision  is  made  for  honorary  and  corresponding  membership. 

MEETINGS 

Meetings  of  the  National  Council  are  held  biennially,  usually  in  October,  the 
next  meeting  occurring  in  October,  1923,  at  Springfield,  Massachusetts,

The  object  of  the  Corporation  is  to  do  and  promote  charitable  and  Christian 
work  for  the  advancement  of  the  general  interests  and  purposes  of  the  Congrega- 

tional churches  of  this  country,  and  to  receive,  hold  and  administer,  in  trust  or 
otherwise,  funds  ajid  property  for  the  use  of  said  National  Council,  or  of  churches 
of  the  Congregational  order,  or  of  any  particular  church  of  said  order;  and  all  in 
accordance  with  resolutions  and  declarations  made  from  time  to  time  by  the  Na- 

tional Council  of  the  Congregational  Churches  of  the  United  States,  or  by  any 
body  which  may  succeed  to  the  functions  of  said  Council;  and  said  Corporation 
may  cooperate  with  any  other  corporation  or  body  which  is  under  the  charge  and 
control  of  churches  of  the  Congregational  order  in  the  United  States,  or  churches 
at  the  time  affiliated  with  said  order.  Said  Corporation  may  acquire  by  purchase, 
gift,  devise,  or  otherwise,  and  hold  and  dispose  of  real  and  personal  property  for 
the  purposes  of  its  creation,  and  may  make  any  contracts  for  promoting  its  objects 
and  purposes  not  inconsistent  with  law. 

The  members  of  the  Corporation,  sixteen  in  number,  are  chosen  by  the  Na- 
tional Council  for  a  four  years'  term,  except  the  Moderator  and  Secretary,  who are  members  only  during  their  terms  of  service  in  the  Council. 

The  Corporation  is  charged  with  the  care  of  the  Pilgrim  Memorial  Fund, 
its  investment  and  re-investment;  it  also  holds  the  general  funds  belonging  to  the 
National  Council,  the  income  of  which  is  paid  to  the  Executive  Committee  of  the 
Council  to  be  used  for  denominational  purposes.  It  is  further  empowered  to  re- 

ceive and  administer  funds  for  any  Congregational  interest,  local  or  general.  Its 
members  being  chosen  by  the  national  body  are  directly  representative  of  the 
churches,  while  at  the  same  time  its  compact  organization  enables  it  to  care  for 
moneys  entrusted  to  it  with  business-like  efficiency.  Correspondence  is  invited 
from  any  who  desire  to  entrust  their  gifts  to  this  permanent  and  legally  incor-

This  Commission  is  composed  of  sixteen  ministers  and  eight  laymen  elected 
by  the  National  Council  to  hold  office  for  two  years.  It  is  charged  by  the  National 
Council   to   do   two   things: 

FIRST:  To  bring  before  the  churches  the  denominational  program  of  evangel- 
ism and  devotional  life  based  on  the  following  principles: 

1.  That  the  chief  object  of  the  Christian  Church  is  to  win  men  to  Christ 
and  to  train  them  in  the  worship  of  God  and  in  the  service  of  thoir  fellows. 

2.  That  the  pastor  of  the  local  congregation  is  the  .spiritual  leader  of  the 
church,  and  that  upon  him  rests  the  responsibility  of  initiating  an  aggressive 
program  for  winning  men  in  his  church  and  of  directing  that  program  along 
practical  lines. 

3.  That  to  do  this  the  pastor  should  avail  himself  of  the  experience  of  other 
pastors  and  apply  to  his  own  work  what  is  of  most  value  to  his  particular 
situation. 

4.  That  the  pastor  can  aid  the  work  of  his  church  by  selecting  effective 
helpers  from  his  membership,  training  them  to  assist  in  the  work  of  the  church 
and  directing  them  in  their  efforts. 

.5.  That  the  church  should  look  upon  its  opportunity  of  leading  the  young 
people  into  the  worship  and  service  of  the  church  as  the  prime  object  of  its 
religious    education    program. 

6.  That  the  church  is  responsible  for  the  cultivation  of  the  devotional  life 
of  all  the  people  in  the  church,  in  the  home  and  in  private  meditation. 

SECOND:  To  make  a  continuous  study  of  methods  used  by  effective  churches  • 
to  make  them  known  to  all  pastors;  and  to  provide  such  other  helps  to  evangelism 
and  devotion  as  are  within  its  powers.     Some  of  the  publications  are: 

1.  Co7igregational  Hand  Book. — With  daily  Bible  readings  for  the  year; 
prayer  meeting  topics;  information  concerning  Congregational  history  and  agen- 
cies. 

2.  The  Fellov'ship  of  Prayer. — A  booklet  of  Scripture,  meditation  and  sug- 
gestive   thought   for   the   Lenten   season. 

3.  A  Book  of  Prayers. — For  individual  and  family  use. 

4.  Devotional  Hymns. — Forty-eight  of  the  great  hymns  of  the  church. 

5.  A  Program  of  Parish  Evangelism..— An  outline  for  a  year's  work. 
6.  Text-Book  for  Pastor's  Training  Class. — Six  lessons. 

The  work  of  the  Commission  is  grouped  around  two  centers: 

I.  The  Program   of  Fall   Activities. 

1.  The  Fall  Rally,  to  reinterest  the  members  of  the  church  and  to  enlist 
new  people  in  the  worship  and  service  of  the  church. 

2.  Church  Visitation  of  the  entire  parish. 

3.  Church     attendance     campaign. 

II.  The  Pre-Easter  or  Lenten  Program. 

1.  The  Program  of  1^-eaching.  This  season  is  especially  appropriate  for 
the  presentation  from  the  pulpit  of  the  great  fundamental  Christian  truths, 
that  the  people  within  our  churches  may  imderstand  the  foundations  of  faith, 
and  that  those  without  the  church  may  be  led  to  accept  the  Christian  interpre- 

tation of  life  and  join  in  the  worship  and  service  of  the  church. 
2.  The  Pastors  Training  Class,  which  has  for  its  object  the  leading  of  young 

people  to  study  Christian  truth  and  under  the  pastor's  influence  to  accept Christ  as  the  personal  Saviour. 

3.  Training  Personal  Workers.  The  pastor  may  multiply  himself  by  en- 
listing and  training  consecrated  workers  to  co-operate  with  hira  in  the  service 

of  winning  others  to  the  Christian  life. 

4.  The  Deepening  of  the  Devotional  Life.  That  the  people  may  have  a  new 
loyalty  to  (jhrist  and  a  new  determination  to  manifest  his  love  in  the  life  of 
the  world,  increased  Bible  study,  meditation  and  prayer  should  be  encouraged. 

5.     The   Easier   In-Gathering. 
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THE  MISSIONARY  SOCIETIES. 

RELATION  TO   THE   CHURCHES   THROUGH    THE    NATIONAL   COUNCIL. 

There  are  three  classes  of  Missionary  Societies  as  they  relate  themselves  to 
the  churches  through  the  National  Council:  (a)  creatures  of  the  National  Council; 
(b)  those  having  membership  practically  identical  with  the  Council;  (c)  those  co- 

operating with  the  Council  but  actually  independent  of  it. 
The  organizations  which  are  the  creatures  of  the  Council,  in  that  they  were 

organized  on  its  initiative  and  in  that  their  official  boards  are  appointed  directly 
by  the  Council,  are  The  Congregational  Board  of  Ministerial  Relief,  The  Annuity 
Fund  for  Congregational  Ministers  and  The  Foundation  for  Education. 

In  the  second  class  fall  The  American  Board  of  Commissioners  for  Foreign 
Missions,  whose  membership  consists  of  the  members  of  the  National  Council, 
with  150  additional  members-at-large  elected  by  the  Board  in  biennial  meetings  in 
connection  with  the  Council;  The  Congregational  Home  Missionary  Society,  with 
90  additional  members;  The  Congregational  Church  Building  Society,  with  .30  ad- 

ditional members;  The  Congregational  Sunday  School  Extension  Society,  with 
18  additional  members  (these  three  being  operated  by  a  common  Board  of  Di- 

rectors with  common  officers) ;  The  American  Missionary  Association,  with  60  ad- 
ditional members;  The  Congregational  Education  Society,  with  18  additional 

members,  and  The  Congregational  Publishing  Society,  with  18  additional  members 
(the  last  two  Societies  are  administered  by  a  common  Board  and  common  officials. 

In  the  third  class  fall  the  Woman's  Boards  of  Missions,  which  cooperate  with 
the  American  Board  of  Commissioners  for  Foreign  Missions,  and  whose  member- 

ship is  selected  from  contributing  auxiliaries  of  women  in  the  churches;  and  the 

organization  of  women  for  home  missions  commonly  denominated  Woman's  Home 
Missionary  Unions,  and  associated  together  in  the  Woman's  Home  Missionary 
Federation,  whose  membership  is  likewise  selected  from  the  giving  constituents. 

THE    COMMISSION    ON    MISSIONS.

It  is  seen  that  the  control  of  the  missionary  organizations  is  in  the  churches 
themselves  through  their  representation  in  the  National  Council.  The  agency 
for  unifjdng  the  processes  and  expressing  the  will  of  the  churches  as  voiced  by  the 
Council  is  called  The  Commission  on  Missions. 

The  composition  of  The  Commission  on  Missions  is  most  democratic.  It 
consists  of  56  voting  members,  nominated  one  by  each  of  the  National  Societies  or 
groups;  one  by  each  self-supporting  state,  and  one  bj'  each  of  several  groups  in- 

dicated in  the  constitution  of  the  National  Council.  These,  with  a  group  of  16 
chosen  at  large,  and  the  Secretary  of  the  Council  ex  officio,  constitute  the  Commis- 

sion. With  them  sit,  for  the  purpose  of  furnishing  the  most  intimate  information, 
the  chief  promotional  Secretaries  of  the  several  Societies  and  Commissions,  and 
once  each  year  the  superintendents  of  the  State  Conferences.  By  this  organiza- 

tion the  churches  are  able  to  express  their  wishes  effectively,  and  the  Societies  are 
given  a  unifying  force  of  high  value. 

The  functions  of  the  Commission  on  Missions  are  chiefly  three:  (a)  to  promote 
economy  in  missionary  administration;  (b)  to  promote  efficiency  in  missionary 
work;  (c)  to  stimulate  the  missionary  income.  The  Commission  also  serves  as  a 
court  of  reference  for  the  decision  of  questions  between  the  several  organizations. 
Its  chief  meeting  is  held  in  connection  with  the  Midwinter  Conference  of  the  Church 
Extension  Boards  and  other  Societies,  thus  economizing  travel  expenses  and  assur- 

ing full  representation.  In  detail  its  work  is  carried  forward  by  a  carefully  selected 
Executive  Committee,  which  keeps  in  touch  with  the  entire  Commission  by  the 
circulation  of  the  minutes  of  each  meeting  of  the  Executive  Committee.

The  American  Board  has  20  missions  in  9  great  areas  who.se  total  population 
is  about  seventy-five  million.  It  has  780  foreign  workers  and  5,590  native  workers 
and  maintains  1,029  schools  of  all  types,  with  79,222  pupils.  The  Christian  com- 

munity   numbers    about    240,000. 

During  its  112  years  of  uninterrupted  activity,  the  Board  has  seen  great 
changes  in  the  world.  It  has  faced  catastrophes  and  crises  such  as  it  now  faces 
in  Turkey.  It  has  had  to  readjust  its  organization,  methods,  and  even  policies 
time  after  time;  yet  it  has  lived  to  see  many  triumphs  of  God  scored  in  days  of 
seeming  disaster,  and  as  a  consequence,  it  has  been  given  a  faith  that  breeds  opti- 

mism no  matter  how  dark  the  day.  Out  of  its  long  experience  also  it  has  gained 
wisdom  and  endurance  for  what  may  prove  the  greatest  and  most  costly  struggle 
of  its  history;  viz.,  the  winning  of  the  Moslem  world  to  a  knowledge  of  the  true 
Messiah. 

The  reports  from  most  of  the  fields  are  encouraging.  From  some  come  re- 
ports of  significant  victories;  and  from  all  come  urgent  requests  for  funds  and  re- 

inforcements measuring  up  to  the  opportunities  faced.  Political  and  social  changes 
in  various  lands  seem  to  be  working  out  to  the  advantage  of  the  Gospel.  Never 
has  Christ  been  needed  more;  never  has  humanity  seemed  more  religiously  inclined. 
The  churches  can  push  forward  in  the  faith  that  constructive  work  is  possible  in 
every   one   of   their  mission   centers. 

The  American  Board  closed  its  fiscal  year  August  31,  1922,  with  a  total  debt 
of  $180,039.94,  a  sum  nearly  equal  to  the  loss  in  gifts  from  churches  and  individual 
donors  as  compared  with  last  year.  The  entire  receipts  for  the  year  from  all  sources, 
were  $1,901,079.36.  For  an  adequate  manning  and  financing  of  the  work  estab- 

lished, at  least  $631,000  additional  must  be  obtained. 

Steps  have  been  taken  toward  closer  co-ordination  between  theAmerican  Board 
and  the  three  Woman's  Boards.  Joint  meetings  are  held  between  the  Prudential 
Committee  and  the  representatives  of  the  Council  of  Woman's  Boards.  The 
foreign  missionary  magazines  representing  the  American  Board  and  the  Woman's Boards  have  been  consolidated  into  the  Missionary  Herald,  the  first  issue  of  which 
came   out   in    January,    1923. 

The  Board  is  engaging  in  an  increasing  number  of  union  enterprises  abroad- 
not  only  with  other  American  denominations  but  also  with  those  of  Great  Britain- 
It  stands  everywhere  for  co-operation  and  unity  in  Christ.

It 
includes  in  the  South,  the  Negroes  and  the  Whites,  both  in  the  mountains  and  the 
lowlands;  in  the  West,  the  Indians;  on  the  Pacific  Coast,  the  Chinese,  Japanese 
and  Hindus;  and  in  Porto  Rico  and  Hawaii,  those  of  various  races.  It  conducts 
educational   work  .among  the   Mexicans  in   New   Mexico. 

PURPOSE    AND    METHOD. 

The  American  Missionaiy  Association  is  training  leaders  for  these  different 
races.     This  involves  an 

INDUSTRIAL    LEADERSHIP. 

The  Association  years  ago  introduced  into  its  schools  Industrial  Training. 
All  our  principal  schools  now  give  this  training.  The  aim  is  not  simply  to  instruct 
the  few  in  handicrafts,  but  to  give  to  the  many  an  intelligent  and  efficient  industrial 
leadership  within  their  own  race,  which  shall  encourage  industrial  activity  and 
lead    to    economic    development. 

AN    INTELLECTUAL    LE.\DERSHIP. 

is  also  furnished  through  the  colleges  and  higher  institutions.  No  race  can  be 
lifted  by  the  means  of  Industrial  Training  alone.  The  larger  development  of  in- 

tellectual life  is  essential  to  secure  to  any  race  influence  and  power.  This  the 
Association  recognizes  and  provides  for.  In  its  normal  schools  hundreds  of  teach- 

ers are  trained  for  the  public  schools.  This  training  of  teachers  is  of  supreme  im- 
portance  in   the  elevation  of  any  people. 

MORAL    AND    RELIGIOUS     LEADERSHIP. 

Departments  of  Biblical  and  theological  instruction,  in  which  ministers  and 
missionaries  are  trained  for  the  service  of  their  own  people,  are  provided  by  the 
Association.  Character  building  and  religious  instruction  are  everywhere  a  part 
of  school  training.  High  moral  standards  can  be  mot  only  by  a  well-trained  moral 
and      religious     leadership. 

EDUCATIONAL    WORK 

includes  normal,  theological,  college,  academic,  and  grade  teaching,  with  instruc- 
tion in  manual  training,  domestic  science,  mechanical  arts  and  agriculture.  There 

are  five  chartered  institutions  for  colored  students  as  follows:  Fisk  I'niversity, 
Talladega  College,  Tougaloo  College,  Straight  College  and  Tillotson  College. 
Piedmont  College  gathers  a  largo  body  of  white  students.  There  are  also  second- 

ary and  elementary  schools  to  the  number  of  27.  The  total  enrollment  in  all  the 
institutions  of  The  American  Missionary  Association  last  year  was  8,194. 

CHURCH     WORK. 

The  value  of  Congregational  churches  in  the  field  occupied  by  The  American 
Missionary  Association  cannot  be  measured  by  the  number  of  these  churches. 
Missions  are  established  which  often  do  not  grow  into  organized  ecclesiastical 
bodies.  This  is  especially  true  among  the  Indians.  These  missions,  however, 
are  of  large  value  in  bringing  the  influoiice  and  light  of  the  gospel  to  darkened  and 

neglected  peoples.  Man.\-  of  the  Congregational  churches  maintain  these  mis- 
sions in  their  vicinage  and  so  multiply  their  work.  Our  high  ideals  of  church  life 

maintained  by  these  Congregational  churches  render  somewhat  slow  the  progress 
of  their  organization.  This  is  true  especially  where  there  is  an  inadetiuate  intelli- 

gence and  leadership.  An  emphasis  of  the  dignity  and  sacredness  of  church  mem- 
bership  is   thus   impressed. 

Among  the  Negroes  there  is  an  increasing  expression  of  the  ambition  and  de- 
sire for  expansion  and  growth.  These  evidences  of  progress  in  the  church  work 

are    encouraging.

STATISTICAL  REPORT  FOR  YEAR  ENDING  MARCH  31,  1922. 

The  Congregational  Home  Missionary  Society  carried  on  work  during  the 
year  in  twenty-six  states  and  territories,  and  the  constituent  state  societies  in 
nineteen  more.  The  number  of  missionaries  under  commission  for  the  whole  or 
part  of  the  year  was  1,447.  They  cared  for  1,780  churches  and  preaching  stations. 

Of  these  churches  and  missions  280  held  services  in  foreign  tongues:  German, 
Swedish,  Dano-Norwegian,  Bohemian,  Italian,  French,  Spanish,  Welsh,  Finnish, 
Armenian,  Assyrian,  Slovak,  Swede-Finn,  Greek,  Portuguese,  Syrian,  Polish, 
Cuban,  Chinese  and  Indian, — twenty  in  all.  The  largest  foreign  work  was  carried 
on  among  the  German  people,  96  churches  and  missions  using  that  language  in 
their  service. 

During  the  year  43  new  churches  were  organized,  29  new  church  buildings 
were  erected,  and  20  parsonages  were  built.

— A  meeting  is  held  in  connection  with  each  biennial  meeting  of  the  National 
Council.  In  each  alternate  year  a  meeting  may  be  held  at  such  time  and  place  as  the  Directors 
may  select. 

— All  members  of  the  National  Council  of  Congregational  Churches;  thirty  cor- 
porate members  at  large;  and  Life  Members  of  the  Society  who  became  such  before  1914.  Hon- 

orary and  Corresponding  Members  have  also  the  privileges  of  other  members,  except  votmg. 
A  gift  of  fifty  dollars  constitutes  one  an  Honorary  Life  Member. 

7  he  Work  Done. — In  sixty-eight  years  this  Society  has  helped  to  complete  5,343  churches 
and  1,472  parsonages.  Its  receipts  have  amounted  to  $10,410,043  It  has  helped  to  secure 
church  property  worth  over  $25,000,000,  and  has  been  an  important  factor  in  securing 
nearly  200  per  cent  growth  in  our  denomination  in  a  little  more  than  half  a  century. 

Last  Year. — The  total  receipts  in  1922  were  $500,897.19  The  contributions  for 
church  and  parsonage  building  were,  $188,268.81.  The  repayments  on  church  and  parsonage 
loans  were:  $181,971.  Conditional  gifts  brought  in,  $350,  and  legacies  amounted  to 
$107,560.88.  Repaid  Krants  and  sales  of  ubandoned  churches,  $63,545  58.  From  other  sources 
of  income    came    $147,067.27. 

Fruitage  of  Las'  Year. — The  Board  voted  181  church  grants  and  loans,  and  42  p.irsonage 
loans,  amounting  to  $443,264.  Paid  on  109  new  houses  of  worship  and  33  parsonages,  putting 
into  them  $344,425.  One  hundred  and  fifty  applications  for  grants,  church  loans  and  parson- 

age loans,  asking  for  more  than  $370,740,  were  carried  over  into  1923,  because  lack  of  funds 
prevented    immediate    response. 

Aeeds. — At  least  $400,000  a  year  in  offerings  from  churches  and  their  affiliated  organiza- 
tions, and  additional  funds  of  two  and  a  half  million  dollars  for  church  and  parsonage  loans, 

and  a  First  Aid  Fund,  requireil  to  meet  greatly  increased  demands.

PURPOSE 

To  make  closer,  more  sympathetic  and  more  mutually  helpful  the  relations 
of  the  churches  and  educational  institutions  of  our  fellowship,  the  National  Council 
created  the  Congregational  Foundation  for  Education  with  the  following  purposes: 

1.  To  promote  the  ideals  of  the  churches  of  the  Congregational  fellowship 
through  institutions  of  secondary  and  higher  education  which  possess  those  ideals 
and  share  in  that  fellowship. 

2.  To  make  available  the  resources  of  our  fellowship  for  the  counsel  and  en- 
couragement of  these  institutions  in  the  realization  of  our  common  purposes. 

3.  To  estabUsh  a  permanent  fund,  the  income  of  which  shall  be  used  to  aid 
the  upbuilding  and  maintenance  of  these  institutions. 

4.  To  provide  an  agency  for  the  study  of  the  educational  problems  of  these 
institutions  and  for  the  administration  and  distribution  of  these  funds  in  such 
ways  as  shall  best  further  the  common  interests  and  ideals  of  these  institutions  and 
our  churches,  by  the  maintenance  in  these  institutions  of  high  standards  of  educa- 

tional efficiency  and   moral  and   religious  purpose. 

POLICY 

In  seeking  to  meet  the  needs  and  requests  of  institutions,  the  Foundation  wiU 
have  in  mind : 

1.  A  careful  appreciation  of  all  the  values  represented  in  these  institutions. 
2.  The  fidelity  shown  by  such  institutions  in  the  matter  of  trusts  committed 

to  them. 
3.  The  relation  of  these  institutions  to  such  a  general  distribution  of  educa- 

tional privileges  as  in  scope  and  geographical  location  shall  both  effectively  and 
economically  serve  the  wide  interests  of  Christian  education. 

4.  The  approval  of  local  and  state  Congregational  bodies  which  shall  be  a 
necessary  condition  of  assistance. 

5.  The  development  of  promotional  facilities  in  the  Foundation  which  shall 
be    available    for    cooperating   institutions. 

In  view  of  the  present  emergency  in  many  institutions  and  the  inadequacy 
of  funds  immediately  available,  the  Foundation  will  encourage  the  following  policy 
for   the   immediate   future: 

1.  The  establishment  of  cooperative  relations  between  institutions  where 
practicable. 

2.  The  maintenance  of  certain  institutions  as  Junior  Colleges  such  arrange- 
ment being  without  prejudice  as  to  the  future. 

3.  The  development  of  such  a  system  of  transfers  and  scholarships  as  may 
help  to  relieve  the  present  lack  of  adequate  funds.

the  American  Board,  carrj'ing  responsibility  for  the  work  for  women  and  children 
in  the  same  mission  fields.  Their  missionaries  receive  appointment  from  the  Pru- 

dential Committee  of  the  American  Board  and  are  enrolled  as  its  missionaries, 

The  Woman's  Boards  determine  their  own  budgets,  the  number  of  missionaries 
they  will  support,  and  the  amount  they  will  appropriate  for  the  work  under  their 
care.  They  collect  money  through  Branches,  Auxiliaries  and  Mission  Circles,  and 
support  missionaries  as  teachers,  evangelists,  doctors  and  nurses.  The  women, 
girls  and  children  of  the  churches  are  the  constituency  upon  whom  rests  the  re- 

sponsibility of  providing  the  necessary  funds.  The  three  Woman's  Boards  co- 
operate with  the  American  Board  in  the  publication  of  the  Missionary  Herald,

The  membership  of  the  Association  consists  of  Congregationalists  who  have 
been  elected  by  the  Directors  at  any  regular  meeting.  There  are  two  classes  of 
members — Life  and  Annual.  Annual  members  pay  an  annual  assessment  of  $1.00. 
The  payment  of  $10  at  one  time  by  a  member  constitutes  him  a  life  member.  All 
members  are  required  to  sign  the  Constitution  or  otherwise  accept  membership 
in  writing.  All  moneys  received  for  membership  are  applied  exclusively  to  the 
increase  of  the  library.  Since  vacancies  in  the  ranks  of  members  frequently  occur, 
all  who  have  at  heart  the  best  interests  of  our  denomination  are  urged  to  join  the 
Association  and  thus  help  to  sustain  worthily  this  central  heart  of  Congregational- 

ism, which  is  ever  sending  out  streams  of  life  to  all  parts  of  the  world  that  are 
reached  by  the  work  of  our  churches. 

the     congregational    house. 

It  was  erected  in  1898  and  dedicated  on  Forefathers'  Day  of  that  year.  The 
cost  (including  land)  was  $63,000,  of  which  $218,000  remained  as  a  mortgage  on 
the  property.  But  through  the  income  derived  from  rentals,  and  through  prudent 
management,  the  debt  had  been  reduced  to  $49,000,  but  has  now  been  increased 
to  $89,000  in  consequence  of  a  much-needed  addition  to  the  building.  The  House 
provides  attractive  quarters  for  the  Congregational  missionary  societies,  which 
rent  the  larget  part  of  the  building.  An  annual  appropriation  is  made  to  each  of 
these,  in  the  form  of  a  rebate  on  its  rentals.  It  is  highly  desirable  that  the  debt 
should  be  cancelled  as  soon  as  possible  by  direct  gifts  and  legacies,  that  the  goal 
of  the  Association  may  be  reached  in  reducing  to  its  lowest  terms  the  rentals  charge 
to  these  societies.  Contributions  to  the  library,  of  all  historical  material  illustra- 

ting the  varied  activities  of  our  churches,  are  also  earnestly  solicited.

This  Board  is  maintained  and  controlled  by  the  Congregational  Conferences 
of  the  six  New  England  states.  It  is  an  advisory  agency  in  aiding  pastoral  settle- 

ments. Its  rule  is  to  make  recommendations  to  a  church  only  in  response  to_  di- 
rect official  request.  It  is  the  servant  of  the  churches,  and  is  entirelj'  responsible 

to     them. 

Our  business  is  to  set  before  the  churches  clear  and  impartial  and  considerate 
testimonies  relative  to  ministers  concerning  whom  they  make  inquiries.  We  give 
names  of  men  available  for  the  pastorate,  if  that  is  desired;  and  we  designate  and 
engage  men  to  preach  with  reference  to  settlement  whenever  that  may  be  Left 
with  us.  We  also  furnish  temporary  or  occasional  supplies  wherever  thay  may 
be  wanted.  The  Secretary  visits  churches  upon  request,  supplying  the  pulpit 
and    meeting    the    committee    of    the    church. 

The  Secretary  also  visits  the  theological  seminaries,  that  he  may,  so  far  as 
possible,  know  personally  the  men  of  the  senior  classes  who  are  ready  for  settle- 

ment. And  as  far  as  desired,  and  other  duties  permit,  he  speaks  before  associa- 
tions of  churches  and  ministerial  unions  in  the  interests  of  the  work  for  which  the 

Board  stands. 

The  work  of  the  office  is  large  and  increasing.  We  have  carefully  recorded 
statements  concerning  more  than  half  of  all  the  Congregational  ministers  in  the 
country,  and  of  nearly  all  those  in  New  England.  The  churches  served  by  us  are 
most  largely  in  the  New  England  states,  but  our  business  reaches  to  almost  every 
state,  and  passes  even  a  little  beyond  the  bounds  of  the  Union. 

The  records  of  our  office  contain  important  facts  relative  to  the  churches  that 
have  corresponded  with  us.  They  cover  preaching  engagements  of  every  sort 

made  through  our  agency,  and  they  include  copies  of  all  letters  "descriptive  of 
ministerial  standing  and  capacity.  Nothing  is  done  that  is  not  put  within  reach 
of     authorized     inspection. 

It  is  not  meant  that  anything  should  be  done  as  a  matter  of  merely  personal 
favor  or  disfavor.  It  is  not  intended  either  that  the  individual  judgment  of  any 
one  person  should  be  much  put  forward  as  of  decisive  weight.  In  matters  con- 

cerning ministerinl  character  and  capacity  it  is  meant  that  there  should  be  gathered 
in,  as  far  as  pos.=ible,  the  general  j\idgment  of  discerning  men  who  have  had  oppor- 

tunities of  knowledge;  and  it  is  the  business  of  the  Secretary  to  place  this  general 
judgment  as  best  he  can  before  those  who  have  need  to  know  and  the  right  to 
know    what    it    is. 

The  expenses  of  the  Board  are  borne  chiefly  by  contributions  from  the  churches 
of  New  England,  through  the  treasuries  of  the  State  Conferences.  Fees  are  charged, 
however,  to  ministers  for  the  furnishing  of  opportunities  for  the  occasional  supply- 

ing of  pulpits,  and  also  for  aid  in  securing  pastoral  settlements  outside  of  New 
England.  Within  New  England,  there  is  no  settlement  fee.  No  charge  is  made 
to  churches  anywhere.  But  churches  outside  of  the  six  cooperating  states  have 
often  assumed  the  payment  of  office  fees  which  might  otherwise  have  been  paid 
by    the    ministers    concerned.

On  recommendation  of  the  Commission  on  Missions  the  Society  was  reorgan-

The  reorganization  plans  include  the  extension  of  the  work  to  first  cover 
all  New  England  and  ultimately  to  become  national  in  its  scope. 

The  Society  is  devoted  to  the  material,  social  and  religious  welfare  of  seamen 
of  all  nations.  Has  finely  equipped  Bethels  at  287  Hanover  St.,  Boston  and  at  Vine- 

yard Haven,  and  reading  rooms  at  Tarpaulin  Cove,  and  Cape  Cod  Canal.  The 
Society  provides  dormitory  accommodations,  reading  and  recreation  rooms,  pool 
tables,  and  games  of  many  kinds,  a  restaurant,  a  canteen,  shower  baths,  postal 

and  banking  facilities,  and  a  check  room  for  seamen's  baggage.  Free  entertain- ments and  religious  services  are  held  weekly.  Sick,  destitute  and  shipwrecked 
sailors    are    cared    for.

The  Seminary  aims  (1)  to  develop  the  practical  side  of  the  religious  life,  and 
thus  produce  an  evangelistic  and  spiritual  ministry:  (2)  to  give  the  stu- 

dent an  insight  into  modern  methods  of  interpretation,  but  so  as  to  produce  a 
constructive  scholarship;  (3)  to  find  God  and  the  Holy  Spirit  in  history  and  the 
Church;  to  see  Christ  in  the  lowliest  forms  of  philanthropic  endeavor;  and  thus 
preach  a  gospel  for  the  whole  life.

To  this  list  of  the  Faculty  of  the  Seminary  there  may  be  added  for  academic 
advantages  both  the  Faculty  of  the  Divinity  School  and  also  other  of  the  Faculties

ules, and  of  correspondence  work  affords  a  flexibility  enabling  men  of  various  ages, 
experiences,  and  responsibilities  to  get  their  training  with  the  maximum  economy 
of    time   and   money.

The  Aim  of  the  Seminary  is  to  prepare  men  for  the  ministry  of  the  Gospel  at 
home  and  abroad.  It  uses  the  resources  of  modern  scholarship  in  the  service  of 
the  evangelical  faith  in  training  for  various  forms  of  ministerial  work. 

The  Curriculum  reqviires  a  definite  number  of  class  hours  for  graduation. 
These  miist  include  certain  general  topics  in  theology.  Beyond  these,  freedom 
of  election  is  allowed,  under  faculty  supervision.  Opportunity  is  thus  afforded 
for  a  broadly  generalized  or  a  closely  specialized  training.  Diplomas  are  granted 
to  all  students  completing  the  regular  course.  The  degree  b.d.  is  given  for  the 
completion  with  special  credit  of  the  regular  course,  and  the  presentation  of  an 
approved    thesis.

The  School  is  located  at  Berkeley,  the  seat  of  the  University  of  California. 
It  is  thus  enabled  to  avail  itself  largely  of  the  advantages  of  this  University,  among 
the  foremost  in  the  United  States,  it  courses  being  open  to  students  of  this  school 
upon  certain  conditions.  Courses  by  the  profes.sors  of  the  University  above  named 
have  been  incorporated  in  the  theological  curriculum,  these  men  forming,  to  all 
intents  and  purposes,  an  associate  faculty.  The  Library  of  the  University  (over 
350,000  volumes)  and  the  special  library  of  the  school  (16,500  volumes)  afford 
large_  opportunities  for  special  study.  Instruction  in  medicine  can  be  had  in  the 
Medical  School  of  the  University,  and  better  preparation  in  the  languages  of  China 
and  Japan  can  be  had  than  in  the  Orient  itself.  The  climate  is  remarkably  even 
constantly  cool,  stimulating  and  favorable  for  study  during  the  entire  year,  know- 

ing nothing  of  debilitating  spring  changes  or  prostrating  summer  heats. 

The  main  purpose  is  to  train  men  for  the  practical  ministry.  Courses  in 
Exegetical.  Historical,  Systematic  and  Practical  Theology  are  provided.  The 
prescribed  courses,  about  two-thirds  of  the  whole,  cover  the  fundamental  parts  of 
all  departments.  For  the  rest,  the  student,  so  far  as  prepared,  is  allowed  to  choose 
freely  among  electives  covering  all  recognized  branches.  These  courses  are  ar- 

ranged in  four  groups — pastorate,  religious  education,  social  service,  missions. 
Eighty  units  of  credit  are  the  required  minimum  for  graduation,  a  unit  represent- 
one  class-room  exercise  a  week  for  a  half  year.  Hebrew  and  Greek  are  not  required 
for  the  degree  of  b.d.,  but  unusual  facilities  are  furnished  for  acquiring  them.  The 
University  of  California  has  established  an  excellent  course  in  modern  charities. 

The  Seminary  is  open  to  students  of  every  Christian  denomination,  to  women 
as  well  as  to  men.  A  college  degree  is  required  for  admission  to  regular  standing 
as  a  candidate  for  the  b.d.  degree.  Advanced  courses  are  provided  for  graduate 
students.

Maintenance  and  Relation  to  Talladega  College. — Talladega  Theo- 
logical Seminary  is  the  one  Theological  Seminary  maintained  by  the  A.M. A.  for 

the  training  of  Negro  ministers.  It  is  a  coordinate  department  of  Talladega  Col- 
lege, and  by  a  system  of  cross-credits,  students  can  take  college  and  seminary  de- 
grees in  six  years.  Similar  work  in  the  colleges  of  the  same  rank  as  Talladega  is 

accepted  in  the  Seminary. 

Aims. — The  Seminary  stands  for  character,  scholarship,  and  service.  It  aims 
to  develop  leadership  among  a  great  and  needy  people,  through  long  and  severe 
training  under  competent  guidance. 

Courses  of  Study. — The  Seminary  maintains  two  distinct  courses  of  study 
— the  Theological  and  the  Diploma.  Courses  are  offered  also  in  Social  Service 
Practice,  Community  Methods,  Rural  Economics,  Music,  Religious  Education 
and  Sunday  School  Methods.  Emphasis  is  given  to  the  study  of  the  English 
Bible,  pursued  in  a  reverent  spirit  and  according  to  modem  historical  methods. 

The  College  and  Seminary  offer  courses  in  Bible,  Christian  Doctrine,  Social 
Service,  Church  History,  Missions  and  the  History  of  Religion,  looking  toward 
Y.M.C.A.,  Y.W.C.A.,  and  other  forms  of  Christian  Service. 

Requirements  for  Admission  and  Graduation. — For  the  Theological 
Course,  the  four  years  of  college  are  desirable.  As  this  is  not  in  all  cases  feasible, 
men  having  two  years  in  college  work  are  accepted.  Upon  completion  of  the 
course  the  degree  of  b.d.  is  given.  Two  years  of  Greek  are  offered  to  all  who  have 
had  two  years  of  preparatory  Greek.  For  admission  to  the  Diploma  course,  the 
student  is  required  to  complete  a  High  school  course  or  its  equivalent  on  comple- 

tion of  the  course  a  Diploma  is  granted. 

Equipment  and  General  Advantages. — The  Seminary  is  housed  in  a  com- 
modious building,  equipped  with  steam  heat,  electric  lights  and  a  shower  bath.

The  College  is  openly  and  frankly  interdenominational  in  its  attitude  and 
appeal,  and  students  of  various  denominations  are  now  in  attendance  upon  equal 
terms.  It  was  organized,  however,  by  Congregationalists  and  took  over  under- 

graduate and  foreign  work  of  the  Chicago  Theological  Seminary;  its  Faculty  and

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ANNUAL  STATISTICS  OF  CHURCHES. 

The  following  pages  contain  the  statistics  for  1922,  as  collected  by  the  statistical  secretaries 
of  the  state  organizations,  and  compiled  for  this  publication  under  vote  of  the  Executive  Com- 

mittee of  the  National  Council.  They  are  of  date  Jan.  1,  192.3,  except  that  changes  in  pastor- 
ates are  corrected,  as  far  as  possible,  until  proof  goes  to  press.  Corrections,  however,  are  not 

made  in  summaries  of  churches  and  ministers  affected  thereby.  Summary  records  are  as 
originally  reported. 

EXPLANATIONS 

1.  The  first  name  in  the  list  of  churches  is  usually  the  name  of  the  plaf.e  (town  or  city)  in 
which  the  meeting-house  is  located.  This  is  also  the  name  of  its  postofEce.  unless  followed  by 
a  name  in  heavy-faced  type.  This  emphatic  tvpe  is  used  for  names  of  post-offices.  If 
this  postal  word  is  an  adjective,  it  goes  with  the  preceding  name,  e.  g.,  "Newton  West"  ;  if  it- 

self a  name,  it  supersedes  the  other,  as  "Newton,  Auburndale." 

2.  When  a  church  has  failed  to  report,  items  of  church  and  Sunday  School  membership 
and  value  of  church  property  are  inserted  from  record  Id  the  previous  Year-Book.  This  is  done 
that  these  items  may  be  included  in  the  summaries  and  comparative  tables,  thus  minimizing 
the  possibility  of  the  real  progress  of  the  churches  being  unduly  diminished  by  failure  of  churches 
to  report. 

3.  Any  church  given  in  brackets  is  one  reported  admitted  to  the  conference  since  Jan.  1 ; 
not  included  in  the  summary,  but  inserted  for  information. 

4.  Fastors  installed  by  council  are  marked  "i";  pastors  recognized  by  council  are  marked 
"r";  others  in  service  are  considered  pastors,  except  where  otherwise  distinguished.  A  blank 
in  the  column  of  "pastor"  indicates  no  pastor  at  time  Year-Book  was  pubhshed.  The  tables 
are  rot  a  postal  guide  to  the  addresses  of  ministers;  for  addresses  refer  to  Alphabetical 
Lists  in  the  back  of  the  book. 

5.  An  asterisk  (*)  before  a  pastor's  name  indicates  that  he  serves  a  yoked  field.  The  hst 
of  "yoked  churches"  may  be  found  in  the  summary.  This  list  does  not  give  the  names  of churches  but  church  numbers  according  to  schedule. 

6.  Under  church  "Members,"  the  number  "Absent"  are  included  in  the  figures  under 
"Total."  "Rev."  under  "Removed"  includes  both  discipline  and  roll  revision.  Adjustment 
of  errors  and  omissions  in  church  reports  in  the  number  admitted  and  removed  is  made  in  the 
summary  by  adding  to  or  subtracting  from  the  number  of  "Removals"  by  "revision,"  making 
a  corresponding  change  in  Total  "Removals,"  so  that  comparison  of  total  "Additions"  with 
Total  "Removals"  shows  the  same  increase  or  decrease  in  membership  as  is  shown  by  com- 

parison of  total  membership  with  that  reported  in  summary,  1921  Year  Book. 

7.  The  column  headed  "  Other  Apportionment  Items"  includes  gifts  to  the  Annuity  Fund's 
supplementary  account;  to  the  Foundation  for  Education;  to  the  "miscellaneous"  account  of 
the  Commission  on  Missions  from  which  payments  were  made  to  the  C  H.  M.  S.  for  the  Chap- 

lains' Fund;  to  the  American  Bible  Society;  and  to  the  Federal  Council  of  Churches  of  Christ 
in  America:  and  to  other  work  included  within  the  apportionments  of  certain  states  and  cities. 

8.  Several  groups  of  Congregational  foreign-speaking  churches  finance  and  control  mis- 
sionary enterprises  for  their  own  people  similar  to  our  regular  missionary  work.  Such  contri- 
butions are  reported  in  totals  under  "Special  Congregational  Items  and  marked  2  in  columns affected.  Under  the  form  of  organization  in  Hawaii,  the  Hawaiian  Board  administers  work 

comparable  to  that  done  in  the  States,  through  the  C.  H.  M.  S.,  C.  C.  B.  S.,  C.  S.  S.  E.  S.,  and 
C.  E.  S.,  there  being  no  differentiation,  the  total  is  credited  in  the  column  "Other  Apportion- 

ment Items"  and  marked  Q  in  cohimns  affected. 

9.  Amount  of  Home  Expenses  includes  all  salaries,  together  with  missionary  aid,  operat- 
ing expenses  for  church,  Sunday  School,  choir  and  parish,  also  cost  of  new  building,  repairs  and 

improvements  paid  for  during  1922. 

10.  Under  "Salary"'  in  the  summaries,  "pastoral  units"  include  the  total  number  of  pn.s tors  of  individual  churches,  pastors  serving  yoked  fields,  and  vacant  churches  reporting  amount 
of  salary.     Endeavor  has  been  made  to  eliminate  part  time  workers,  such  as  students,  serving 
during  the  summer.

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NECROLOGY 

BRIEF  BIOGRAPHIES  OF  CONGREGATIONAL   MINISTERS  WHO 
DIED  DURING  THE  YEAR  1922  AND  OF  A  FEW  WHO  DIED 

PRIOR  TO   1922   NOT  REPORTED  HITHERTO 

Abbott,  Lyman,  son  of  Jacob  and  Harriet  (Vaughn)  Abbott,  was  born 

in  Roxbury,  Mass.,  Dec.  18,  1835.  He  was  graduated  from  New  York  Uni- 
versity, 1853.  In  1856  he  was  admitted  to  the  New  York  bar  and  practiced 

law  with  his  two  brothers  until  he  entered  the  ministry.  He  was  a  member 
of  the  New  York  bar  at  the  time  of  his  death.  He  was  ordained  to  the  Con- 

gregational ministry,  March  20,  1860,  at  Farmington,  Me.  Pastorates: 

Terre  Haute,  Ind.,  1860-1865;  New  England  Church,  New  York,  N.  Y.,  1865- 
1869;  Plymouth  Church,  Brooklyn,  N.  Y.  (succeeding  Henry  Ward  Beecher) 

1888-1899.  He  was  secretary  of  the  American  Union  Commission  (Freed- 

man's)  1865-1868;  in  literary  work,  1869-1888;  editor  of  the  Literary  Record 
of  Harper's  Magazine  and  Illustrated  Christian  Weekly;  editor-in-chief  of  The 
Christian  Union,  now  The  Outlook,  1876-1922.  He  was  connected  with  manj' 
civic  enterprises  and  held  office  in  numerous  associations  for  city,  state  and 
national  reform;  was  a  member  of  the  Grenfell  Association,  Metropolitan 

Museum  of  Art  and  a  corporate  member  of  the  American  Board  of  Com- 
missioners for  Foreign  Missions.  He  received  the  degrees  d.  d.,  New  York 

University,  1876;  Harvard,  1890;  Yale,  1903;  ll.d.,  Western  Reserve,  1900; 
Amherst,  1908;  l.  h.  d.,  Miami,  1909.  The  French  government  conferred 

upon  him  the  decoration  of  the  Legion  of  Honor,  May  17,  1922,  in  recognition 
of  his  services  to  France  and  the  Allies.  He  was  the  author  of  many  books, 

among  them,  "Jesus  of  Nazareth,"  "How  to  Study  the  Bible,"  "Illustrated 
Commentary  on  the  New  Testament,"  "Dictionary  of  Religious  Knowledge" 
(with  late  T.  J.  Conant)  "Life  of  Christ,"  "Evolution  of  Christianity  and 
Social  Problems,"  "Life  and  Letters  of  Paul,"  "Life  and  Literature  of  the 

Ancient  Hebrews,"  "Henry  Ward  Beecher,"  "The  Other  Room,"  "The 

Spirit  of  Democracy,"  "Reminiscences,"  1915,  "What  Christianity  Means 

to  Me."  He  was  married  Oct.  14,  1857,  to  Abby  Frances  Hamlin,  who  died 
July  20,  1907.  Six  children— all  living.  He  died,  Oct.  22,  1922,  in  New  York 
City    of    bronchitis.

1899.  He  retired  from  the  ministry,  1899,  and  obtained  a  position  in  the 

Census  Department  at  Washington,  having  much  to  do  with  the  United 

States  religious  census,  1899-1919.  Oberlin  conferred  upon  him  the  degrees 
A.M.,  1893,  and  d.d.,  1895.  He  was  married  Aug.  10,  1870,  at  Austinburg, 

O.,  to  Emma  Shepard,  who  survives.  No  children.  He  died  Feb.  20,  1922, 
in    Ashtabula,    O. 

Ygloria,  Stmon  Racsag,  son  of  Isaias  and  Prudencia  (Racsag)  Ygloria, 

was  born  Oct.  28,  1884,  at  Lucban,  Tayabas,  Philippine  Islands.  He  was  a 

student  at  Silliman  College,  Manila,  and  was  graduated  from  Union  Theologi- 
cal Seminary,  Manila,  1912.  In  February  1913,  he  was  ordained  to  the 

ministry  of  the  Presbyterian  Church  at  Tondo,  Manila.  That  year  he  be- 
came pastor  of  the  Congregational  Church  at  Ewa,  Hawaii,  which  he  was 

still  serving  at  the  time  of  his  death,  Sept.  28,  1922,  at  Ewa  from  pulmonary 
tuberculosis.  He  was  married  Aug.  3,  1916,  to  Guadalupe  Santos,  at  Hoilo, 
Philippine  Islands.     She  and  their  two  children  survive. 

ZuMBRO,  William  Michael,  son  of  Henry  Zumbro,  was  born  near  Pur- 
din,  Mo.,  Nov.  27, 1865.  His  early  education  was  received  in  Avalon  Academy. 

He  was  graduated  from  Western  College,  Toledo,  la.,  1888;  obtained  m.a.  de- 
gree from  University  of  Michigan,  1889;  was  graduated  from  Yale  Theological 

Seminary,  1893.  He  was  ordained  to  the  Congregational  ministry,  in  Bing- 
hamton,  N.  Y.,  July  5,  1 894  and  sailed  that  year  as  a  missionary  of  the  Ameri- 

can Board  of  Commissioners  for  Foreign  Missions  for  service  in  the  Madura 

Mission  in  South  India.  He  was  president,  American  College,  whUe  it  was  in 

Pasumalai,  1900-1905,  and  after  its  removal  to  Madura,  1907-1922.  He  was 
married  in  Yantic,  Conn.,  Nov.  12,  1907,  to  Harriet  S.  Hyde,  who,  with  their 
two  children,  survive.  He  died,  Oct.  17,  1922,  at  Madura,  India,  of  heart 
disease.

In  a  growing  number  of  churches  specially  trained  but  unordained  men  and  women  are  engaged 
to  supplement  the  work  of  the  pastor  or  pastors.  This  service  is  rendered  under  a  variety  of  titles, 
and  in  varied  fields.  Some  are  directors  of  religious  education,  some  church  secretaries,  some  parish 
visitors,  some  have  a  combination  of  two  or  more  functions.  It  is  evident  that  there  will  be  a  growing 
demand  for  workers  of  this  sort  as  the  churches  enlarge  their  conception  of  the  task  resting  upon  them 

and  as  they  come  to  perceive  the  central  place  of  a  sound  program  of  religious  education  in  the  church's life- 
A  Congregational  League  of  Church  Assistants  was  organized  in  October,  1915.  This  League 

endeavors  to  be  of  service  to  those  who  are  seeking  training  and  to  bring  together  churches  and  workers. 
Inasmuch  as  very  few  of  the  existing  body  of  such  workers  are  men,  membership  in  the  League  is  con- 

fined to  women.
